EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

The objective of this report is to describe the activities that took place during the Workshop on Harmonization of Inspection and Enforcement Measures in Cebu City on 23rd to 26th January 2007 organised by the TRTA.

The aim of the workshop was to identify gaps between the Philippine and EU systems of legislation and to suggest ways of overcoming these gaps in order to facilitate trade between the Philippines and the EU.  

The gaps identified by the participants of the workshop were analysed by BFAR and the project Key Expert 2 (International SPS Regulatory Adviser) and are summarised in this report.

Further to that analysis, five recommendations were made by the Key Expert 2 on actions that should be taken to close the gaps and to bring about a situation in which the Philippine system more closely matches the requirements of the EU.

Based on these 5 recommendations, an action plan is proposed:
